1. Welcome and review of the agenda and 77th meeting action reviews.
· The meeting´s agenda was unanimously adopted without any amendments or objections
· The 77th meeting minutes were unanimously adopted

2. Presentation of Bulgaria as new Exco member.
· Commissioner Ventsislav remarked that although it is a small authority, it is a very active authority at international and European level, with more than 20 years of experience, so he thanked for the trust given to him and his authority and looks forward to working fruitfully together with the committee.

3. Presentation of Korea as new Ex Co member.
· President Haksoo Ko said that it is an honour and privilege for them to be part of the GPA Executive Committee, he pointed out that the PIPC has been part of the GPA since 2011 and has demonstrated its commitment to the GPA's calls and missions. He also commented that with the restructuring of PIPC's faculties in 2020, it has become a more active authority, especially on Artificial Intelligence issues.


4. GPA conference 2023

· Commissioner Blanca Lilia talked about the days worked in Bermuda from October 15 to October 20. 
· In the open session, discussions included the evolution of privacy legislation in the Caribbean Community, strategies for advancing technology policy, and social concerns related to technology's impact on privacy, such as artificial intelligence.
· Commissioner Román informed mentioned Andrea Jelinek had been awarded the Giovanni Butarelli Award. 
· In the closed session, Brazil, Niger and Nigeria were admitted as new members as well as six new observers from international authorities and bodies: 
· Angola Data Protection Agency
· Barbados Data Protection Commission 
· National Authority of Transparency and Access to Information of Panama (ANTAI)
· Office of Civil Liberties, Privacy and Transparency (CLPT), Office of the Director of National Intelligence (ODNI) of the United States Government 
· White House Office of Science and Technology Policy (OSTP) 
· United Nations Special Rapporteur on the Right to Privacy
· The triennial census of 2023 was presented, featuring data collected from 78 members. 
· The winners of the 2023 Global Privacy and Data Protection Awards were announced in various categories:
· Education and public awareness, won by Federal Commissioner for Data Protection and Freedom of Information of Germany, BfDI, and the Institute for Transparency, Access to Public Information and Protection of Personal Data of the State of Mexico and Municipalities, INFOEM.
· The Innovation category was won by the European Data Protection Supervisor.
· The National Institute of Transparency, Access to Information, and Protection of Personal Data of Mexico secured victory in the Responsibility category. 
· The Spanish Data Protection Agency won in the category of conflict resolution and compliance.
· And the Hellenic Data Protection Authority was recognized as the winner in the People's Choice category.
· Four workshops led by data protection experts were conducted, covering topics such as Quantum Technologies, Metaverse, Climate Technology, and Government Digitalization. These workshops discussed challenges in post-quantum cryptography, future standards, potential cryptographic damages, and the limited knowledge of data protection authorities on these matters.
· The strategic plan for 2023-2025 was presented as well as the approval of seven resolutions during the session.
· Philippines was selected as the Designated Secretariat, and a transition to a financially supported secretariat was announced for the upcoming year.
· Chair informed that the 46th and 47th meetings of the GPA will take place in Jersey and Korea, respectively. 
· Special appreciation was extended to Bermuda's authorities, particularly to Alex White and the entire team, for their warm hospitality and dedicated hosting of the Global Privacy Assembly.


5. Suggested schedule of meetings for Ex Co 2024. 

· Six meetings were proposed. Korea requested that the meetings be moved back one hour due to the time difference in Korea, to which all agreed.

7. AOB. 
Communication received from the Spanish Data Protection Agency.
· The communication made by the Director of the Spanish Data Protection Agency was presented, highlighting concerns about sponsorships of GPA meetings by large technology companies which are currently under investigation by the authorities, and which could compromise the legitimacy of the Assembly, as well as the possibility of holding the meeting in expensive locations, limiting the participation of delegations.
· The members of the Executive Committee expressed their comments on the communication received by Spain from their perspective as authorities and/or hosts of GPA meetings.

· Commissioner Blanca Lilia announced to the other participants that on 11 December she will step down as president of INAI but will continue as commissioner and pledged to continue to support data protection initiatives.
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
